These instructions are intended to guide authors when preparing the extended abstract for the International Conference on Computing and Civil Engineering – 2010. Authors are requested to strictly adhere to the format specified in this template including the page size and margins. The best results are achieved if authors would overwrite the texts in this template file with their own. Any text copied from other documents must be pasted as “unformatted text” using the “Paste Special” menu command. 
An extended abstract is not simply a long abstract. An extended abstract should contain references, comparisons to related work, proofs of key theorems, and other details found in an extended paper. Writing a good extended abstract can be more demanding than writing a research paper. The extended abstract should clearly specify the problem(s) that the research is addressing, the expected contributions(s) of the work, a brief description of the methodology adopted, results obtained, and the conclusions resulting from the work. Some things that can be omitted from an extended abstract include future work, details of proofs or implementations that should seem plausible to reviewers, and ramifications not relevant to the key ideas of the abstract.

The template uses the Times New Roman font throughout. The paper title is only first letter capitalised. Body text is size 11 with 13 pt leading and justified. The first paragraph is set as left justified with no first line. The format is also achieved by selecting the text and then applying the style “First paragraph”.

Second and subsequent paragraphs are indented 5 mm from the left-hand margin, with no extra lines between the paragraphs. These paragraphs use the style "Normal". The format is automatically set when pressing Enter after a “First paragraph” style. The format is also achieved by selecting the text and then applying the style “Normal”. 

Emphasized words in running text should use italic. Bold or underlined texts should never be used. The only exception for using bold is when denoting vectors. Special characters should use the Symbol or Arial Unicode fonts. 
The style of the extended abstract is exactly the same as for the full paper except that no headings are used. New sections within texts are achieved by leaving a blank lines between paragraphs and applying the style of "First paragraph" to the one following the blank line (such as this one). 
Authors may optionally add one blank line before paragraphs that have clear break from previous texts. Authors are also encouraged to make full use of the two pages maximum. If reference were cited within the text, a list of reference must be included. They could optionally include equations, tables and figures.

Citations within the text are in the Harvard style in the way of author name/s and year of publication in parentheses as follows:

· one author: (Tizani, 2007)

· two authors: (Hussein and Hunt, 2009)

· three authors and more (Mawdesley et al., 2004)

· more than one reference (Smith 1998; Wang 2007), place a semicolon in between the references
Equations are left justified and indented by 10mm from the margin with a space before and after and equation number at right-hand margin (See Eq. 1).  The format can be achieved by applying the style "Equation". MathType or the Microsoft equation editor can be used and the resulting graphics inserted into the text at the required indentation. Use abbreviation Eq. and Eqs. (e.g. Eq.1) to cite equation/s in the text. Number the equations consecutively and place the number as shown below.

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This section uses the heading style "Heading no number" and the standard first paragraph text.
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References are in 9 pt, 10 pt leading, unnumbered and in alphabetical order. The required format can be achieved by applying the style "References" and then formatting the primary publication title in italics. Authors' names and initials must be in CAPITALS. The second and subsequent lines are indented by 5mm. Below are examples of references to: a journal paper, a conference contribution,  a book, a chapter in a book and an online publication.
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
